MINUTES OF MEETING on JUNE 2, 2010

Ayers called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. 
Approval of the draft minutes from May 5, 2010 was moved by MacCormick, seconded by Morehouse, and carried as follows:

Ayers-Aye, MacCormick-Aye, Morehouse-Aye, Zwigard-Aye, Crocker- abstain (absent).

Ayers recapped the recent Village Association meeting for the Panel, wherein the Village of Aurora was the host, and attendants were presented with an informative talk about Hydro-Fracturing, and great food provided by the Aurora Inn.

Under CHANGES TO THE AGENDA, Ayers noted two: Margaret Haring wished to add a new screen porch and 2nd floor dormer to her application (#10-09), and Mr. Zwigard asked to withdraw his application for a permanent dock (#10-10).
Under OLD BUSINESS, Ayers noted that clerk Nance had brought to his attention that appendix # 3 of the Village of Aurora Local Law #1 of 2008 had inadvertently been omitted from the law when it was updated in 2008. Appendix #3 is a list Village landmarks, as recommended by the CPP and adopted by the Village Board. It was decided that Ayers would send electronic copies of the old list to the current CPP members, who would then discuss any additions or subtractions, and make a recommendation for adoption to the Law of said list to the Village Board for their consideration.

APPLICATIONS FOR CERTIFICATES OF APPROPRIATENESS:

10-07 – for Dr. Robert J. Arleo – Demolition & removal of the dilapidated concrete pad behind 281 Main St. which used to serve as the landing platform for passengers on the railroad. Ayers declared that the mandatory 20 business day waiting period for any demolition would begin on 6-3-2010, and directed the clerk to set the date for a joint meeting with the Planning Board on July 7, 2010 @ 7:00Pm at the firehouse to gather public comment and vote on the demolition at the regularly scheduled meeting immediately following. He also asked Nance to write a letter to Tom Gunderson informing him of the proposed demolition; since he owns a narrow strip of the platform (he has previously indicated his permission).

#10-08 – for Laura Holland- addition to paved driveway area next to 323 Main St. – The Panel viewed the application which showed the proposed location of the addition. Zwigard noted that the drawing of the proposed addition was hand drawn, and not to scale. Discussion ensued wherein it was determined that the drawing, although not to scale, was adequate for the application. Ms. Koepp and Mr. Place raised objections based on legalities, and Ayers reminded them that the CPP was not responsible for the enforcement of any laws, and that they needed to raise these issues with the Code Enforcement Official, & the Planning Board when they consider the application.
