                       MINUTES OF MEETING on SEPTEMBER 1, 2010
Present: Ayers, MacCormick,

Ayers called the meeting to order at 7:02PM. 
Approval of the draft minutes from July 7, 2010 was moved by MacCormick, seconded by Zwigard, and carried as follows:

Approval of the draft minutes of the joint public hearing with the Planning Board and the regular meeting of the CPP, both held on August 4, 2010 was tabled, due to lack of a quorum who attended those meetings (neither Ayers nor MacCormick were then present).

Ayers asked if there was any objection to moving old business to the end of the meeting to allow Mr. Heinekamp to not have to stay any longer than necessary. There was none, so the Panel moved on to applications for CoA.

Application #10-14 – for the Aurora Free Library to install an air conditioning unit at the rear (East) end of the property at 370 Main St. was explained by Mr. Heinekamp who was representing the Library. After short discussion, approval was moved by Morehouse, seconded by MacCormick, and carried as follows: Ayers-Aye, MacCormick-Aye, Morehouse- Aye, Zwigard-Aye.

Application # 10-15- for the Aurora Free Library to perform exterior restorations on their building at 370 Main Street was also presented to the Panel by Mr. Heinekamp again representing the library.  He explained that the proposed work was replacement and repair of the stone and wood work all around the exterior, replacing rotting timbers and crumbling concrete, repainting and re-pointing, fixing windows to close and open properly. After some discussion, the Panel decided that since there were no proposed architectural changes to the  
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exterior of the building, that this was “normal maintenance”, and as such, required no CoA. However, the Panel felt that since the library is a Village Landmark, it would be prudent for them to ensure that the company doing the work was held to such a standard so as not to have changes in paint colors from one part of the building to the next, and to also ensure that any detailing of woodwork and craftsmanship was properly rendered. It was decided that Ayers would draft a directive to the Code Enforcement Official asking him to diligently enforce these standards during the work, and that Ayers would send the draft statement to all concerned for comment  prior to final approval for the project. NOTE: This directive was drafted, approved by email, and can be found in the #10-15 file.

#10-16 – For Michael Peter- Restoration to porch & patio of residence at 461 Main Street. This project was brought to the attention of the CEO as it was being completed, and he asked Mr. Peter to fill out an application and referred it to the CPP as a courtesy, since it was ultimately decided that this was also normal maintenance (the “new” railings had been removed and stored many years ago, and were merely being put back in place as they were originally installed). The Panel so noted, and no action was required or taken.  

Under OLD BUSINESS, the Panel continued to discuss the list of village landmarks compiled some years ago by a previous CPP, which was intended to be appendix #3, but was inadvertently left out of Local Law # 1 OF 2008. Ayers had previously sent copies of the list electronically to the other CPP members with the intent to review and discuss any additions or subtractions (as prescribed by law) before recommending that the Village Board adopt it as appendix #3 to the law. Some discussion of the list ensued, and It was decided that since there was still one member of the CPP absent, that the discussion would be continued at a later date, with the possibility of including Village Historian Sheila Edmunds.

Motion to adjourn was moved by Morehouse, and seconded by Zwigard, and carried as follows: Ayers-Aye, MacCormick-Aye, Morehouse- aye, Zwigard-Aye.
