LEAF BLOWER pickup dates: October 15 - December 14. 
 Please pile brush and leaves separately, no stones in piles, and help us keep catch basins free from leaves and grass clippings.   Brush should be in four-foot lengths or smaller.  If you have a large amount of brush or lawn debris, Adam will drop off the Village’s trailer for you to fill as you clean up your yard.  Contact Adam at 364-5239.  The DPW will do their best to pick up leaves and brush daily, but sometimes they are called away to perform other duties for the Village.  Your patience is appreciated.
THE DPW IS REQUESTING everyone’s help in preventing sewer line back ups.  Please be aware that a frequent cause of plugged pipes is cleansing wipes marketed as flushable.  This is a consistent problem and we discourage flushing them.
For residents not home during the day, please let us know if you would prefer the DPW read your water meter in the evening or on a Saturday morning.
