We are so ready to move out of winter that the news this time around is almost exclusively about the future, and not about the drudgery of the winter.  Village government has spent the last few months painting at the sewer plant, managing and archiving records, and trying to meet federal and state guidelines on workplace violence and hazardous materials training, as well as on emergency management procedures – all those unfunded mandates you read about.  Members of the planning, zoning, and preservations boards have somehow found the time to attend sessions to meet their yearly training requirements, and I want to thank them for their diligence since their work is so important to the community.  But spring is on our doorstep.

Plans are being made now for the Dock Swim Program, which will take place in July and August, although specific dates have not been set.  We are hoping to again have two or three weeks of swimming lessons and to continue the Family Friday late swim sessions.  Applications and qualification information for lifeguard positions are available in the office or online at http://auroranewyork.us/.  The program is not just recreation for younger children but also an opportunity for our teenagers to find local employment, so I encourage you to spread the word locally.  I’m sure some of you have noticed that we’ve removed the equipment in the children’s park that no longer is up to code.  We will be replacing it as soon as we can, and please let me know if you have any suggestions.
The core of our 2013 Aurorafest committee has been formed through the efforts of Pat Foser and Jeff Blum and is eagerly seeking volunteers for the July 13th bash. The theme is “Come Together”.  The preliminary idea is to close part of Court Street, from LaFayette to Sherwood, using both the park and land behind the firehouse, to create space for family-oriented activities as well as for food and other vendors, and perhaps a farmers’ market.  The Run and Swim will take place as usual and there is general agreement that the parade needs more musicians of all sorts.   In the spirit of “Coming Together”, I would like to extend a particular invitation to those who are in Aurora primarily in the summer and haven’t had the chance to meet many others in the village.  I hope that you’ll plan to be here that weekend and we’ll do our best to make sure you meet your neighbors.

And not to just bypass spring, I encourage you to take part in one of the watershed clean-ups scheduled this spring - times and places are listed on the village website – and to keep your lawn fertilizing to a minimum (better yet, zero!), especially in areas where it can run off into the lake.

Village Code Enforcement

The Code Enforcement Officer is continuing his inspections of rental properties in the next few months for fire, safety and zoning code compliance.  This is a reminder that a dwelling unit, whether a house or an apartment, may be rented to no more than three unrelated persons (Aurora Zoning Law, sections 201.30 and 201.27).  

Please remember that the majority of the Village is part of the National Historic Register.  Any construction projects, no matter how small, must go through the Village Code Enforcement Officer to ensure proper permits, appropriate Board review, etc.  When in doubt, ASK!  
The Village Code Enforcement Officer is available in the Village Office on Mondays from 4-6 or by appointment. 

Village Water and Sewer
The Department of Public Works (DPW) employees have encountered difficulties getting into some houses to read the water meters.  If you know you are going to be away during the next water reading period, which is mid-June, please call Kurt Wilmot with your meter reading at 364-5239 or the Village Office at 364-7293.  In fact, you may call or email (deputyclerk@auroranewyork.us) your reading during any of the quarterly meter reading periods if it is more convenient for you than returning the postcard or having a visit from the DPW workers.  

When paying your water and sewer bill, please remember to return the payment stub.  Please have the exact amount if paying by cash.  Payment is due by April 30th, 2013.  On May 1st there will be a 10% penalty added.  IF YOUR PAYMENT IS NOT RECEIVED IN THE VILLAGE OFFICE BY NOON ON THURSDAY, MAY 9TH, YOUR BILL WILL BE SENT TO THE COUNTY AND ADDED TO YOUR VILLAGE TAX BILL.  

Leaf and Brush Pick-Up

The DPW team asks that you please bag your leaves for pick-up.  Brush should be cut to four-foot lengths or smaller.  If you have a large amount of brush or lawn debris, Adam will drop off the Village’s trailer for you to fill as you clean up your yard.  Contact Adam at 364-5239.  The DPW will do their best to pick up leaves and brush daily, but sometimes they are called away to perform other duties for the Village.  Your patience is appreciated.
